Market, the South Wedge 
Business Association and 
area organizations to in-
crease our visibility and to 
let our neighbors know 
the great need that exists. 
The results were an in-
crease in both donations 
of food and financial gifts. 

 From the develop-
ment side of the strategic 
plan, a target goal of rais-
ing $11,000 through 
grants to cover the opera-
tion and overhead of the 
food ministry was estab-
lished. Consultant Jeanne 
Hawkes developed a tem-
plate and schedule for 
grant requests. We are 
pleased to announce that 
we hit the target of raising 
$11,000 through grants, 
United Way contribu-
tions, individual and cor-
porate donations. The 
auction team, spear 
headed by Paula Morisey, 
took bold new steps in 
turning the auction into a 
family day with a bounce 
house and garage sale. We 
raised over $4,200!

Session Ponders The Operating Budget and Capital Commitments 
 

 

 Score Consultants Doug Mabon and Larry Feldman met with the session and several CSA leaders in De-
cember to give thoughtful consideration to the 2011 operating budget and the most appropriate way to handle 
the ongoing mortgage commitment. Throughout the discussions over the past several months, our consultants 
have worked with the leadership to examine the feasibility of a capital campaign to pay off our roof and or to 
see the mortgage commitment as an ongoing expense in the operating budget. It would be treated similarly as 
anyone who owns a home knows, as part of the monthly expenses. 

 

 To recap history for a moment; in 2001 we received the church building and property as gift from the Episco-
pal Diocese. The church was in good repair except that it needed a new roof. Mossein Architects did a condi-
tions report that specially addressed the roof. Bids were solicited from contractors and Ontario Roofing se-
lected. To finance the project, CSA hired Church Financial Services through the Presbyterian Church USA to 
assist in the development and execution of a capital campaign. The target goal was $240,000 for the roof re-
placement, gutters, and masonry work. $150,000 was pledged for the campaign and over the four-year period 
$100,000 was paid, which left us $50,000 short of the pledged goal. To finance the capital expenses with On-
tario Roofing and Stonelove Masonry, the Presbyterian Investment and Loan Program gave CSA a twenty -
year mortgage. All pledged capital campaign income was put into a separate account and capital campaign 
paid pledges have gone to pay the monthly mortgage commitment of $1,600, including interest, plus a lump 
sum payment.  The session has decided, upon recommendation from the consultants, to add the mortgage to 
the operating expenses, so it is clear that it is an ongoing obligation. $180,000 remains on the mortgage com-
mitment over the next 17 years.  

 

 The leadership is still in process regarding any future capital projects and how best to address the mortgage 
shortfall. A new list of capital expenditures is being generated to spark our creativity in maintaining our beau-
tiful church building and ministries. We’re giving you a heads-up before the Annual Meeting so everyone has 
the latest information and understands the thinking of the leadership. The session will begin a new process of 
quarterly budget reports on particular Sundays and make themselves available for budget questions. The ses-
sion wants to be as transparent as possible in all financial considerations. Please contact members of the ses-
sion if you have questions.
